PSBT - The Public Service Broadcasting Trust attempts to show public culture as it
is socially responsive and representative of democratic values. PSBT organised a
documentary film festival at the Indian Habitat Centre between 9th - 15th September
2005.
The film festival was inaugurated by Andy Glynne and Philip Cox (eminent
documentary film makers from UK). It showed many documentary films like
Assassination(Germany), Honour Killing(Denmark), The Phoenix(India), The House
On Gulmohar Avenues, and many more.

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The film explores a very poignant issue: homicide in the name of honour killing. The story
unravels a heart rending Turkish reality. The movie begins with a scene in a jail where an old
and blind convict is shown in a miserable state. In the opening scene a young girl comes to
interview this old and weary man who has been abandoned by his family and the world.

As the movie progresses, the audience is taken back in time. We are shown a happy family
consisting of a father, a mother and four children. A very remarkable feature about this family
is that it has three daughters and only one son. The protagonist of the movie, Sengui Guvercile,
is one of these three daughters. At this point of time she is fourteen years old. Unfortunately,
she falls in love with one of the friends of her brother. This love affair is blown out of
proportions by this conservative Turkish family. The issue is stretched far too much to the
extent of committing a murder. The father and brother of Guvercile kill the young lad in cold
blood. Love is equated with sin which needs to be punished in this conservative society.

The story eventually returns to the present. To our, and even the convict’s surprise, the
interviewer turns out to be none other than Sengul Guvercile. She urges her father to confess
or rather accept his guilt in committing the murder. On the contrary, the stubborn old man
still sticks to his position of honour killing which is justified by him. He immediately asks his
daughter to leave. She leaves in a fit of rage only to return months later to find her father
dead.

One can thus conclude that this 42 minute documentary makes a telling statement on issues
like honour, sin and punishment in society.

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Assassination as the title of this 45 minute documentary rightly suggests, highlights the theme
of the movie. The factual documentary looks back at the assassination of Patrice Lumumba,
the first Prime Minister of the Democratic Republic of Congo forty years ago.

The genre of the film is extremely different. It is conversational in form. It is through the
conversation of Former CIA Chief of Stacion and Belgian Secret Services agents that the
heinous crime is revealed. Through their conversation, we get to know how the plan of
assassinating the democrat Lumumba was formulated and then executed. This episode can
also be treated as the beginning of forty years of Congolese chaos. These monsters chopped
the Prime Minister into pieces and burnt him without any hesitation or sense of guilt. This
murder was till date unknown to the world. It is this documentary which has uncovered the
truth and brought it before the public. Definitely the director has not tried to make a thriller.
Instead he has made an earnest attempt to present to the masses what may be called an eye
opener. As already mentioned above, not only had the Congolese people but the whole world
forgotten the hero who fought alone for democracy, peace, brotherhood and the upliftment
of society. The world had treated the episode as yet another case of disappearance of a hero
who might have been kidnapped or killed anonymously. But this film unleashes a hardcore
reality in true flesh and blood form.

I would, thus, conclude that the director has indeed achieved a commendable feat in bringing
a buried  reality out in the open.

Yakshagana is the most popular folk
drama of Karnataka and was first performed in the 16th

century. This folk drama is full of songs. Its themes are
from the Bhagavata but with a lot of local flavour. The
Dashvata is a religious folk theatre form of South Konkan.
The Nautanki is a North Indian folk drama form performed
on an open and bare stage. The music is of prime importance
to this folk drama. The Jatra is the folk theatre of Bengal &
O r i s s a .

The Bhavai is the folk theatre form of Gujarat. The
Therokoothu is TamilNadu’s street theatre which brings together dance & the classical
forms. In Tamil Nadu, the traditional media includes puppetry, PuraviAttam(House dance),
Nizhal Attam(Shdroo Dance), Kazhai Koothu, Kalatchen and Villupattu(ballad). The Indian
folk theatre is 400-600 years old.
