Filmmaker - Public Broadcasting Service (USA)

The visit of Mt Michael Schwarz, flmmaker of the
Public Broadcasting Service (U.S.A) to our Institute
was really enlightening.

In his words, alocumentary can be defined as a
journalistic r eport. Generallyactors are not used
in documentaries, and if they are, they depict char-
acters that are dead.

Trying to conveyonly information thr ough a
documentary is a mistakebecause it wilmake a
boring film. Documentaries are good at convey-
ing emotions, and as someone said, “informa-
tion is followed by emotions.”In television, we
look for acharacter that has a certain camera ap-
peal, is ggood communicator and has a story to
tell because if the person does not know how to com-
municate no matter how good his or her story is, it
will not be interesting.

Television is not a very engaging medium. People
are doing something or the other while watching
television. So, what we are telling has to be really
engagingWe should always find out four or five
pieces of information that we want the viewer to
come away with. Documentary making should be
treated as a process of distillation, compression
and elimination. Part of being a good producer or a
director is to be ruthless in looking at the material,
like it belongs to someone elséfe should only
choose material that helps in telling the story and
eliminate the rest no matter how important it was or
how much difficulty we faced in getting it.

It's not only important as to you what you are tell-
ing but also when you tell ¥Ve begin with telling
the most important part and continue with what led
to it or vice versa.

What should be avoided in telling a story is AND.
For example this happened and then that happenet
Instead we should use BUT for example this hap-
pened but then that happened because the heart
film making is conflict Using BUT develops a
conflict.

“Less is more”. The more we put the more clut-
tered it will be so we should always focus on mak-
ing an efective story in an economical waysing
fewer words by reworking on the script and put-
ting up the story as simply and as clearly as pos:
